Music will be available for pick-up at the registration desk after the event has
been completed. CDs must be clearly marked with the name of the skater, the music time and the event
they are entering. Each CD must have only music for one program on it. For CD’s, please only provide

music burned on CD/R’s. No CD/RW’s. Please have a backup CD available at rinkside during your
events. Please no cassette tapes. '

Awards

Awards will be presented following the conclusion of each event. Medals will be awarded to the
top three places in each event. All awards will be given out at the photographer’s table. Whitefish
Figure Skating Club will host a pizza feast and skating exhibition on Saturday night, Jan. 26™ for all
competitors and their families from 6:30 — 9:00pm at the Stumptown Ice Den.

Official Notices

An official bulletin board will be maintained at the competition site. The official schedule
showing starting times for each event and the draw will be posted on the bulletin board. The official
schedule supersedes all other schedules.
