Competition

This competition is open to qualified skaters who are registered members of U.S. Figure Skating. This is a non-qualifying competition and will be governed by the current U.S. Figure Skating Rulebook, except as modified by this announcement. Please refer to the Figure Skating Club of Billings website at http://www.figureskatingofbillngs.org. for any updates to this announcement.  

Location: The Eighteenth Annual Figure Skating Club of Billings Competition will be held at the Centennial Ice Arena, 427 Bench Blvd., Billings, Montana. The enclosed ice surface is 85’ by 200’ with slightly rounded corners. There is no charge to watch the competition events. Dressing rooms will be available to skaters. 

Eligibility:  

FSCB 18th Annual Competition is open to all eligible skaters.  All competitors must be current members of U.S. Figure Skating at the time of the event (including Basic Skills memberships).  Test qualifications and age restrictions will be effective as of the closing date of February 5,2011.  

Sanction:  

Eighteenth Annual FSCB Competition is a non-qualifying competition sanctioned by U.S. Figure Skating.  
Competition Events:  

The Eighteenth Annual Figure Skating Club of Billings Competition events include Basic Skills, Free Skating, Survival, Compulsory, Interpretive, Dance, Jumps & Spins, Maneuver Teams, Adult, Artistic, and Showcase (Individual, Pairs, and Group Production).  The skater may skate one level above his or her current level, based on tests passed as of February 5, 2011. 

Basic Skills (Snowplow, Basic 1-8, and Free Skate 1-6)    $40.00 

No Test through Pre-Juvenile, Adult, and Competitive Test Track   $65.00 

Juvenile & Open-Juvenile   $70.00 

Intermediate through Senior   $80.00

Each Additional Event (per person— including pairs & group production)  $15.00 

  (If entered, Free Skate event is designated the first event) 

Entries:  
Secured Online entry with credit card (Visa, Mastercard or Discover) payment is available at: 

http://www.figureskatingofbillngs.org   Online entry must be completed by midnight on February 5, 2011. Skaters will not be allowed to practice or compete until all payments are current.  

Privacy Policy: Information provided to the host club on the entry form is intended for internal use of the competition committee, chief referee, and chief accountant only. We will never intentionally disclose any personal information about you (such as, for example, your full name, street address, telephone number, or e-mail address) to any third party without having received your permission.  

Notification of competition and practice ice times will NOT be available by phone, mail or email. Skater and Coaches schedules will be available online at http://www.figureskatingofbillngs.org. 

Late Entries:  
Entries postmarked or received online after February 5, 2011 will be considered late entries. Late entries will only be accepted with the approval of the Referee and the Competition Chairperson, and will require a $25.00 late entry fee. The Planned Program Content form must be completed online (http://www.usfsaonline.org) by February 5, 2011 to avoid a $10.00 late fee. 

Using Online Entry: 
Each skater entry is a step by step process of adding club and coach information, skating level, events, practice ice sessions and any other merchandise to the shopping cart. When online entry is complete and payment is made via credit card, an email is automatically sent confirming the entry.  Additionally, an email is sent to the skater's primary coach and home club when a skater's entry is processed.  These emails have a link embedded in them.  The receiver must click that link to be taken to an "Approval" page in our system.  If the receiver clicks the "I approve" button in that page, the system records the approval.  Skaters who do not receive approvals from their club and coach will not be able to compete. Therefore, it is vital that the club officer and primary coach follow this procedure to approve the skater entry! Your credit card statement will show a charge to Entryeeze, LLC. 

General Rules:  
Two or more entries in a category will constitute an event per US Figure Skating rules. Where there is only one skater entered in an event, an exhibition may be offered at the discretion of the Chief Referee or a refund will be made. In any event, groups may be divided or combined by age, sex, or numbers at the discretion of the Chief Referee.  Entrants may skate one level above that for which they are qualified.  Event eligibility is based on test status as of the entry deadline, February 5, 2011.  Short Program and Free skate will be skated as combined events for Intermediate and above. If necessary, qualifying rounds for Intermediate, Novice, Junior and Senior level events will be held and consist of the Short Program and Free skate, and final rounds will consist of the Free skate only. The number of skaters advancing to the final round for Intermediate through Senior-level events will be in accordance with Rule 3276. Skaters will not be allowed to practice or compete until all payments are current. 

Referee:  

The decision of the Referee on all matters will be final.  The Referee, along with the competition chair, shall have the right to exclude any person whose behavior is unruly or unsportsmanlike.   

Judging:  
The ISU Judging System will be used for all Intermediate, Novice, Junior, and Senior Combined events and Juvenile/Open Juvenile Free Skate. Skaters in IJS events must complete a Program Content Form online. This form is found at http://www.usfsaonline.org. 

1. Login and under Event Registration click Online Event reg. 

2. Click Event Manager and choose Program Content.  

3. Scroll down to FSCB2011 and click Add New Form. 

4. Fill in the information on the form.  

The LOC reserves the right to use the 6.0 system for some events if IJS-qualified officials are unavailable. 

The 6.0 System will be used to judge all other events except survivor.  

Event Schedule:   
A tentative schedule of events will be posted online at http://www.figureskatingofbillngs.org as soon as it is available. Competitors must be available to compete any time Friday evening, (February 25), Saturday, (February 26) and Sunday, (February 27) depending on final scheduling.  Tentative competition times and practice ice times will be available online at http://www.figureskatingofbillngs.org. All skaters should confirm their event time at the registration desk. 

Refunds: 

Refunds are available ONLY if one of the following applies: 

· An event is not held;  

· Withdrawal of an entry is made on or before February 5, 2011;  

· A death in the skater’s immediate family occurs within 2 weeks of the competition. 

A processing fee of $20.00 will be charged for refunds requested after February 5, 2011. To withdraw, notify the registrar immediately. All refunds, less processing fee, will be mailed within 30 days after the completion of the competition or within 30 days of the date of cancellation of an event(s). If you paid by credit card, a refund will be issued to your credit card. 
Registration:   
The registration desk will be located in the lobby of the arena, and will be open during the competition and during day-of-competition practice ice.  Skaters should check in at the registration desk one hour prior to their scheduled event. The referee may begin any competition event up to 20 minutes early. 

Music:  
All competitors must provide their own music on CD (No CD-RWs, DVD-R or mini discs allowed).  Each CD must be clearly labeled with the skater’s name, event, side to be played, and length of program.  There must be only one program on a CD, with no more than a 5 second lead in.  Please bring two copies of each CD, in case a backup is needed.   Music must be turned in at the registration desk one hour prior to the event to be skated and picked up following the event.  FSCB is not responsible for any music not picked up by the end of the competition. 

Coach Registration:  

In accordance with current rules, all coaches participating in this event must be registered with U.S. Figure 

Skating.  For more information on the registration process, please visit http://www.usfigureskating.org.  

We will provide all registered coaches with a credential. Every coach in attendance will be required to check in at the registration table and must show a picture I.D. to receive their credential. We strongly recommend that you also bring any registration confirmation materials. Coaches must wear their badge at all times when coaching skaters at rink side of a sanctioned competition. Monitors will be instructed to ensure that anyone standing rink side has their credential. The only exception is for coaches under 18 years of age or for coaches who only have Basic Skills students.   

Official Notices:   
The official schedule showing starting times for each event and the draw will be posted in the arena.  The official schedule supersedes all other schedules.  Notices posted on the official competition bulletin board are considered as sufficient notice to all competitors. The official schedule is tentative and subject to change. 

Practice Ice: 
Pre-reserve your practice ice when you register online! Skaters will be able to pick their own practice ice sessions online but you MUST indicate the number of sessions you want online when you register and you MUST pay for each session when you register online. Skaters may sign up for up to two (2) sessions per event entered. You will receive an email with a PIN number giving you access to your practice ice records and selection of your sessions.  Practice ice will be $10.00 if you pre-order the sessions.  Practice ice will be scheduled at the rink starting on Thursday afternoon, February 24th. Please indicate the number of sessions you would like online. We will allow additional practice ice sales online for $12.00 per session after the schedule has been posted and those that pre-register for sessions have had time to select their sessions.  Additional practice ice will be available for purchase during the competition and will cost $15.00 at the Registration Desk.  NO REFUNDS will be issued for those who do not appear for their reserved session. Skaters must bring their own CD for practice ice.   ** Skaters may sign up for two (2) sessions per test scheduled as well**.  Fees are the same as those for the competition.

Safety Rules for Props:   

For safety reasons the following props are not permitted, but are not limited to, live animals, balloons, candles, feather boas, feathers, fog, dry ice, power cords, all types of glass, and power driven items.  If props are used, they must be removed in one minute of program completion (two minutes for mini ensembles) and be able to be carried on and off the ice in one trip by the skater(s). No assistance is allowed.  Violations will be penalized 0.2 for each 5 seconds excess time or for assistance. Live people props may walk on skates, but they must remain in their fixed position during the performance.  The use of any prop may be denied at the discretion of the Referee and/or competition committee. 

Dressing Rooms:   

Dressing rooms are unsupervised. Please bring skate guards and do not leave valuables unattended.  Neither FSCB  nor the Centennial Ice Arena will be responsible for missing valuables. 

Awards:   

Awards will be presented immediately following the posting of the results for each event.  Medals will be given for first through third places in each event.  All Basic Skills competitors who do not place in the top three will be given participation awards. In the Intermediate through Senior free skating events, medals will be given to the top three places in each of the long and short program events. In the Showcase competition, trophies will be awarded to skaters finishing in first, second, third, and fourth places in each category for all levels. 

FSCB “Distinguished Achievement Award” 
This award is presented to the skater with the most outstanding free skating performance taking into account all participants in the Well Balanced Free Skate events from No Test to Senior levels. 

“Most Distinctive and Entertaining Showcase Performance Award” 
This award is presented to the Showcase Event Skater who, in the opinion of the judges, gave the most distinctive and entertaining performance. 

18th Annual FSCB Competition “Top Point Award” 

This award is presented to the skater who earns the highest points from all events entered.  Points will be awarded by placement in each event; 4 points for each 1st, 3 points for each 2nd, 2 points for each 3rd and 1 point for each 4th. 

18th Annual FSCB Competition “Team Award” 

This award is presented to the skating club that earns the highest points based upon the placement of all of its club member’s placements in all events.  

1st place - 7pts 2nd place - 5pts 3rd place - 4pts 4th place - 3pts 5th place - 2 pts 6th place - 1 pts 

Videotaping and Photography:  

Professional videotaping and action photographs will be available for purchase.  Medals will be presented by group, following posting of scores. Skaters may also purchase individual still and action photos. 

NO FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY is allowed in the rink area during competition. Flash photography is dangerous to the skaters!  The competition committee reserves the right to remove anyone from the rink who ignores requests and warnings regarding the use of flash photography.  In addition, there will be no personal videotaping of other competitors during the competition. Awards photos are optional - a podium will be available for personal or group photographs.   

Test Session:  A testing session will be held in conjunction with the competition on Friday, 25, 2011, at the Centennial Ice Arena, 427 Beach Blvd., Billings, Montana.  A testing form is online at http://ww.figureskatingofbillngs.org.  A separate check should be made payable to FSCB.  For further information, contact test chair, Kathie Jewell at 406-698-0168.

BASIC SKILLS FREE SKATE
BASIC SKILLS EVENTS ARE OPEN TO SKATERS OF ALL AGES. Where entries permit, groups within events will be divided by age and gender where possible.   Skaters competing in the Basic Skills Snowplow Sam through Basic 8 events must not have passed any USFS tests including Moves in the Field and individual dance tests.  Skaters in Snowplow Sam through Basic 8 are required and restricted to competing at the highest level passed, or one level higher. Skaters in Free Skate 1-6 may compete no higher than one level above current level.  A skater may not enter more than one level. For the Free skate 1-6, Test Track and Well Balanced levels, eligibility will be based only upon highest free skate test level passed (moves in the field test level will not determine skater’s competitive level). 

Each program must be well balanced and contain the following required elements to be skated in any order (taken from US Figure Skating Basic Skills handbook).  The elements are not restricted to the number of times an element is executed, or lengths of glides, number of revolutions in a spin, etc., unless otherwise stated. Additional elements may be added from lower levels. A .2 deductions will be made if elements from a higher level are skated.  Music duration is 1:00 minute.  All programs will be skated on a full sheet of ice.

INTERPRETIVE

Interpretive events will be offered for the Beginner thru Senior levels.  Qualifications are the same as for free skate.  The format will be as follows: each group will hear the music a total of three times before performing.  It will be heard once prior to the event in a group setting and twice during warm-up by all members of the group.  Men and women may compete against each other at each level, and the duration will be 1 minute for every level. Skaters will receive one mark for presentation from each judge. 

MANEUVER TEAM EVENT

SURVIVOR EVENT
Skaters in each level will compete to see who can hold the longest spiral, spin, and landing position.  An overall winner will be determined at each level by adding “duration of spiral in seconds” + “duration of spin in seconds” + “duration of landing position in seconds”.  The skater with the highest total wins.  Boys may compete against girls in this event.  Coaching from the sidelines will be permitted during this event. 

The spirals will be skated one at a time and will be timed by two officials with stopwatches.  Timing will begin when the free leg reaches a parallel position and will stop when it falls below parallel.  No change of foot is allowed.  Proper edge must be maintained in levels pre-juvenile through senior or no credit will be given for the spiral.  The official time will be the average of the two officials’ recorded times. 

The spins will be skated one at a time.  Any spin, including combination spins with one change of foot are allowed.  Timing of the spin will begin when the skater steps on the spinning foot and will end when the skater falls or steps out of the spin, in the manner as described above.

Jumps will be skated one at a time.  Jumps will be timed beginning at the attainment of an acceptable landing position and will stop when the landing position breaks.  The official time will be determined by the method described above.

Skate time durations adhere to National Showcase requirements. This event is to be skated as a rhythmic interpretation of the music selected by the skater; vocal or instrumental music may be used. Qualifications to compete in a given level are the same as the requirements for the same free skating level. One mark will be awarded based on the program components as described in the Rulebook. Any jumps, spins, and footwork sequences incorporated into the program should be to enhance the above components. Base value and difficulty level of technical elements will not be a consideration in assigning the final mark. Novelty effects, such as lip-synching or dancing in place, are not desirable. Costumes should be in accordance with U.S. Figure Skating rules. Props, including hand-held, are not allowed. At the discretion of the referee, groups may be combined and/or divided. Males and females will compete against each other. 

Program duration/Elements (no minimum requirement):

· No Test, through Pre-Juvenile – 1:40 minutes maximum (No Test – Pre-Preliminary:  3 jump maximum – no axel or double jumps permitted.   Preliminary: 3 jump maximum – Axels are permitted, but no double jumps allowed.)

· Juvenile through Novice – 2:10 minutes maximum 

· Junior and Senior – 2:40 minutes maximum

SHOWCASE
Skate time durations adhere to National Showcase requirements. These events are designed to portray a character or theme through the use of music and costume. One mark will be awarded based on the following criteria: 

1) Entertainment value. This principal element is comprised of showmanship, artistic, and theatrical qualities, and audience appeal. 

2) Music and choreography. The performance must fit the music. The routine should use the full ice surface with the skating elements reflecting musical interpretation. Creativity and originality will be credited. 

3) Skating. Skating elements should carry out the mood of the music/choreography and will be judged on how they enhance the performance and interpretation of the music. Difficulty of moves/elements will not be a factor. Choreography and skating ability should be consistent with the skating level entered. 

4) Costumes and props. Costumes and props should reflect the music and must be appropriate for the performance and age of the skater. A prop must be incorporated into the performance and mot just scenery. Props must be carried on and off the ice by the skater in a reasonable amount of time.

 If insufficient entries are received, levels may be combined at the discretion of the referee. Males and females will compete against each other. 

Program duration/Elements (no minimum requirement):
