Competition

This competition is open to qualified skaters who are registered members of US Figure Skating. This is a non-qualifying competition and will be governed by the current US Figure Skating Rulebook except as modified by this announcement.   The 6.0 majority scoring system will be used for all events.

Entries

Complete entry form and mail with entry fee to Whitefish FSC PO Box 4593 Whitefish, Mt.  59937. Enclose a self-addressed, stamped, legal sized (#10) envelope. Entries must be postmarked by Jan. 10, 2011.  Late entries will be accepted at the discretion of the referee and the local organizing committee and will be subject to a $20 late entry fee.  No entries will be accepted after the draw has been completed. 
Eligibility

Eligibility for entries will be governed by tests passed as of Jan.10, 2011, and age as of Jan. 10, 2011.  All skaters should be prepared to show proof of age.  Any skater may enter one event higher than the event for which he/she qualifies by test.  No entry fee will be refunded for withdrawal after the entry deadline, unless there is a written physician’s recommendation that the skater not participate, or a death in the immediate family.  No refunds will be issued after the close of entries on Jan. 10, 2011. Events with only 1 skater entered will be given the option to compete and be given first place in accordance to rule #1465, or get a refund. A fee of $25.00 will be charged for checks returned for non-sufficient funds (NSF). To withdraw notify the Registrar immediately. Events with large numbers of entries may be split into multiple groups.  In this case, events will be split by age for Non-Test through Preliminary and by draw for Pre-Juvenile through Novice.  No combined scores will be given. Events may be skated with more than 6 skaters per warm up group.   

Basic Skills – Open to all skaters who are current eligible (ER 1.00) members of either the Basic Skills program and/or are full members of U.S. Figure Skating.  To be eligible, skaters must have submitted a membership application or be a member in good standing.  Members of other organizations are eligible to compete but must be registered with the host Basic Skills Program/Club or any other Basic Skills Program/Club.  Eligibility will be based on skill level as of closing date of entries.  ALL SNOWPLOW SAM and BASIC SKILLS SKATERS THROUGH BASIC 8 must skate at highest level passed and NO official U.S. Figure Skating tests may have been passed including MIF or individual dances.  For the Free skate 1-6 eligibility will be based only upon highest free skate test level passed.  Skaters may skate at highest level passed OR one level higher BUT not both levels in the same event during the same competition. 

Liability

Skaters, parents and coaches are encouraged to read section 3222 of the US Figure Skating Rulebook regarding club, facility and US Figure Skating liability.  Your signature on the entry form will indicate that you have read this section.

Registration

The registration desk will open at 10:00 am on Friday, February 11, 2011 located at Stumptown Ice Den. Competition CD’s should be turned in at this time.  Provide only music burned on CD/R’s in cases.  No CD/RW’s.  Please register promptly.  

Facilities

The Stumptown Ice Den is a NHL surface that measures 200 x 85.  The rink is located at 785 Wisconsin Avenue, Whitefish. This is a U.S. Figure Skating sanctioned competition.  The sanction will be posted on the official competition board located at the registration desk.  This event is open to the public with no admission charge.

Music

Competitors are asked to turn in a CD of their music to the registration desk no later than one hour prior to your event.  Music will be available for pick-up at the registration desk after the event has been completed.  CDs must be clearly marked with the name of the skater, the music time and the event they are entering.  Each CD must have only music for one program on it.  For CD’s, only provide music burned on CD/R’s. Please have a backup CD available at rinkside during your events.  No CD/RW’s or cassette tapes.  

Awards

Awards will be presented following the conclusion of each event.  Medals will be awarded to the top three places in each event.  All awards will be given out at the photographer’s table.

Official Notices

An official bulletin board will be maintained at the competition site.  The official schedule showing starting times for each event and the draw will be posted on the bulletin board.  The official schedule supersedes all other schedules.  Notices posted on this bulletin board are considered as sufficient notice to all competitors.  Skaters are to be in the rink and ready to skate 60 minutes before their event is scheduled to begin.  Events will not be delayed for skaters who arrive late.  Decisions by the Referee in all matters will be final.

Practice Ice

Practice Ice will be made available through the Whitefish Figure Skating Club.  Reservations for all practice ice must be made and paid for in advance.  Practice sessions will be held each day of the competition.  Practice ice will be $10.00 per 20–minute session.  Extra sessions may become available after the schedule is determined, at $12.00 per session.  These openings will be sold on a first-come, first-serve basis.  Contact the practice ice monitor during practice sessions to request additional time.  There will be no refunds for those who do not appear for their reserved practice session.  Practice sessions are non-transferable.

Test Session

There will be a test session on Friday, February 11, 2011.  Practice ice for the test session will be $10 per 20-minute session and will be from 10 a.m. to 11 a.m. February 11.  All skaters interested in testing will need to turn in the enclosed test form with their complete entry forms.  

Attention Coaches: You must have credentials to enter the competition areas, the warm-up area and the locker rooms. The credentials are marked with the individual’s name and non-transferable. The competitor’s coach will pick up their credential separately at check-in. A photo ID must be shown when the credential is picked up.  CREDENTIALS ARE NOT TRANSFERABLE!

Special Considerations

Two entries in a category will constitute a scheduled event to be skated.  Groups may be divided at the discretion of the referee.  Boys may be grouped with girls in Artistic, Showcase, and in the Basic Skills Levels if there are less than two boys in any given event.

Connecting footwork is allowed but may not include half jumps.  Combination jumps may not have a change of foot or turn between the jumps.  Skaters will receive one mark from each judge for Technical Elements.

Jumps Event

Age and test requirements are the same as Free Skate.  No music will be played.  Jumps may be skated twice and in any order.  The best of the two jump attempts for each required jump and combination will be judged.  If a skater is satisfied with the 1st jump attempt, then the 2nd attempt is not required.  In situations where the skater is given the choice of the jumps to be performed, the first attempt will determine the jump to be judged; the skater will not be allowed to change jumps on the second attempt.  Event will be skated on ½ ice and judges will award one mark overall to each skater for technical element.  Maximum time will be 1:00 for each skater.

Spin Event

(Nontest thru Novice half ice)

Age and test requirements are the same as Free Skate.  No music will be played.  Spins must be skated exactly as stated but may be skated in any order.  Connecting steps should be used but will not affect the score.  Event will be skated on ½ ice.  Maximum time will be 1:00 for each skater.

No props are allowed, including hand-held. Qualifications to compete in a given level are the same as competitor’s Freestyle level.  Groups may be combined and/or divided according to the number of skaters entered.  Skaters will receive one mark for program components.   

Showcase

Nontest- Novice

Skaters will be awarded one mark for presentation.  Interpretations, style, composition and entertainment appeal shall be factors in determining the mark given.  Costumes can be appropriate to the theme of the music.  Any props must be carried on and off the ice by the skater.  Men and women may compete against each other. Qualifications to compete in a given level are the same as competitor’s Freestyle level.  Groups may be combined and/or divided according to the number of skaters entered.   

Interpretive Improv

Nontest - Novice
During the scheduled skating warm-up, skaters will listen twice to music selected for this event.  Skaters will then skate to the same music.  Skaters will be awarded one mark for presentation.  Judging will be on interpretation, style and composition.  Professionals will not be allowed to help entrants in this event.  Men and women may compete against each other.  Conservative dress is encouraged.  Qualifications to compete in a given level are the same as freestyle. 

Team Event

This will be a fun event and give clubs a chance to skate together as a group.  Teams will consist of four skaters each performing one of four elements.  There will only be one category for the teams to enter so clubs must have skaters at least three different test levels on their team.  Elements to be performed are:



1. Waltz jump

2. Camel Spin

3. Split Jump with any single jump

4. Spiral

BASIC SKILLS COMPETITION
Eligibility Rules for Participants

The competition is open to ALL skaters who are current eligible (ER 1.00) members of either the Basic Skills Program and/or are full members of U.S. Figure Skating. To be eligible, skaters must have submitted a membership application or be a member in good standing. Members of other organizations are eligible to compete but must be registered with the host Basic Skills

Program/club or any other Basic Skills Program/club. 

Eligibility will be based on skill level as of closing date of entries. All Snowplow Sam and Basic Skills 1-8 skaters must skate at highest level passed or one level higher and NO official U.S. Figure Skating tests may have been passed including MIF or individual dances.

For the Free skate 1-6, eligibility will be based only upon highest free skate test level passed (moves in the field test level will not determine skater’s competitive level). Skaters may skate at highest level passed OR one level higher BUT not both levels in the same event during the same competition.

It is very important to the success of the competition that skaters are placed in the correct divisions. If, for whatever reason, the Local Organizing Committee discovers that a skater has been placed in a category that is below their class level, the chairman and referee will have the option to move the skater into the proper division, even if this has to be done the day of the competition. This will ensure that every event is as fair as possible to the competitors. Please verify your skating level with your skating director/instructor, and make sure their signature confirms your current skating level.

BASIC SKILLS EVENTS

The Basic Skills Artistic is open to skaters in Basic 1-8 and Free skate 1-6 levels.  Artistic will be skated as a rhythmic interpretation to music of the skater’s choice.  Men and ladies may compete against each other. It will be judged on composition and style.  The difficulty of jumps will be given no weight in the marks.  Vocal music is permitted. Skaters are encouraged to wear conservative costumes, appropriate for their music.  No props are allowed, including hand-held. Qualifications to compete in a given level are the same as competitor’s Freestyle level.  Groups may be combined and/or divided according to the number of skaters entered.  Skaters will receive one mark for program components.

Basic Skills Showcase

The Basic Skills Showcase is open to skaters in Basic 1-8 and Free skate 1-6 levels.  Skaters will be awarded one mark for presentation.  Interpretations, style, composition and entertainment appeal shall be factors in determining the mark given.  Costumes can be appropriate to the theme of the music.  Any props must be carried on and off the ice by the skater.  Men and women may compete against each other. Qualifications to compete in a given level are the same as competitor’s Freestyle level.  Groups may be combined and/or divided according to the number of skaters entered.
